The Republic of Hon-
duras is a democratic consti-
tutional republic. Since the
establishment of it’s current
constitution in 1982, Hondu-
ras has had 7 consecutive
democratic elections. In ad-
dition to it’s two main politi-
cal parties, Honduras has
three smaller registered par-
ties. The government con-
sists of an executive, legisla-
tive and
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judicial branch.

A proud and industri-
ous people, the majority of
Hondurans survive on subsis-
tence farming or in service
industries. Recent inflation-
ary pressures of almost 10%
annually have been espe-
cially hard on Honduras.
Despite a per capita gross
national income of only
$1,260 annually, Honduras
has a 76.2% literacy rate.

About 90% of the
Honduran population is mes-
tizo- direct descendents of
the great Mayan culture of

the 9th century.
