 Ramón Villeda Morales 

(1957-63) introduced reforms 

that led to the establishment of 

a national public education sys-

tem in Honduras.  According to 

the Honduran constitution a free 

primary education is obligatory 

for every child between the ages 

of seven & fourteen but the re-

ality is much grimmer..  

  Figures cited by the 

Ministry of Education suggest 

that Honduras suffers from 

widespread illiteracy of more 

than 80 percent in rural areas. A 

significant percentage of chil-

dren do not receive formal edu-

cation.  Only 43 percent of chil-

dren enrolled in public schools 

complete the primary level. Of 

all children entering the first 

grade, only 30 percent go on to 

secondary school, and only 8 

percent continue to the univer-

sity.
