     In 2004 times were 

hard for 9 year-old 

Anabel.  Times were 

hard for many children 

in this poor rural re-

gion in the south of 

Honduras.  When you 

come from a house-

hold of hungry people 

you have to beg and 

Anabel was begging at 

the border crossing 

into El Salvador.  

There is not a lot of 

hope in this environ-

ment.  Most that pass 

through are in a hurry 

to get somewhere else.  

Most have become 

hardened to the poverty 

and suffering.  One man 

who passed through 

gave her a couple of 

coins and moved on.   

But, he was haunted by 

the memory of her and 

soon returned to find out 

who this child really 

was.  He found many 

more children just like 

her.  With his unbridled 

optimism and the help of 

a small Lutheran church 

in Alabama, Lunches for 

Learning began to break 

the cycle of poverty in 

this forgotten part of 

Central America.

All over the world, Christmas is a 

time for food, family, and cele-

brating Christôs birth. 

           Most Hondurans will tell 

you that Christmas is not Christ-

mas without tamales. Chicken is 

the most common filling but every fam-

ily has a recipe that they think the best.  

If you arenôt able to make your own, 

many women sell tamales at Christmas 

time, taking orders from friends and 

neighbors. They are often shared with 

neighbors or relatives as a gift in the 

way that those in the U.S. often ex-

change cookies or other treats at this 

time of year.  

           Las Posadas is a tradition 

where relatives will go to spend the 

night with one family on Christmas 

Eve.  Of course, sometimes the visits 

can last for days. Often people will 

spend Christmas Eve at their church- 

sometimes the whole night.  At 

midnight the people will go out-

side, hug each other, and thank 

God for surviving another year. 

  While many are too poor 

to exchange gifts, clothing is of-

ten a prized present.  No matter 

the social status, the people of 

Honduras treasure the love and 

time spent with their families 

and friends.
